Buyer Beware....

Being “In the Trade” as we like to
say, | am intrigued by the handi-
craft, or lack thereof ,by the vari-
ous craftsman we come across in
our travels. It is amazing how
much junk actually sells out there
and the consumer for the most
part has no idea what they are
buying, except that it “has the
look”. | can’t begin to cover this
vast subject in this small space
however | hope to point out a few
small tidbits that might help you
make more informed decisions
when buying antiques or quality

reproductions.

The old axiom “You get what you
pay for” generally is true however
sometimes consumers pay much
more for something simply be-

cause of supply and demand.

So what do you look for in a good
quality piece of furniture. The
answer is “That depends”. It de-
pends on the style, age, period,
and region of the piece in ques-
tion. First, determine if the piece
is authentic or a reproduction.
Any reputable dealer will tell you
if it is not obvious. | then look at
the finish, since this is the first

most obvious characteristic to
observe. Is it original? Has it been
refinished or repainted? Is the
finish “right” for the time period
when it was made!? | then look at
the joinery. First, is there any?
Often times case pieces are simply
nailed together. Is the joinery
handmade or machine made? Are

all the joints sound or re-glued.

There is no right or wrong answer
to these types of questions but
these types of observations should
help you to start to make a judg-

ment on the value of a piece.

Recipe Corner

Pheasant Chowder

If by chance you don’t happen to have
any pheasants in your freezer, you can

easily substitute quail or grouse. | sup-

pose plain old chicken would work just

as well (snicker snicker).

The ingredients are:

| pheasant

2 strips of bacon

1/2 cup chopped yellow onion
2 cups broth

3 medium potatoes, diced

2 cups milk

1/2 cup cream
2 1/2 tsp. Salt
1/4 tsp. Pepper
| Tbs flour

| Tbs butter

Boil pheasants till fork tender.
Once cool, remove meat
from bones and set aside.
Save the broth for later. Fry
the bacon until crispy. Add
onions and sauté removing
bacon before it gets burnt.

Add potatoes and pheasant

broth. Cook till tender. Restore
bacon and pheasant to soup. Add
milk, cream, and seasonings. In a

separate bowl, make a paste with
z )
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flour and butter. Add to soup and
cook 10 minutes stirring con-
stantly.

Antique Tips
Cleaning that old finish

Sometimes when you pull that old
piece out of Grandma’s attic, your
tempted to take it right to the
strippers and remove that dirty
old finish. But wait, there may be a
better solution before you destroy
a century of age, beauty, and time-
less patina. It is very possible that
the only thing your new heirloom

needs is a good cleaning. But be

careful here, as cleaning with too
strong a solution may also remove
some of that goodness that you
really didn’t want to remove. So
start out with a mild soap and
water solution. Using a sponge,
scrub everything down and dry
with paper towels. Repeat this
process until the paper towels do
not indicate any more dirt and
grime. If further cleaning is re-

quired, use 0000 steel wool

dipped in mineral spirits and the
paper towel sequence just de-
scribed. Go easy with steel wool.
If you are still having a problem
with the dirt and grime, try this
solution. Mix equal parts of min-
eral spirits, turpentine, and alcohol
together and use the steel wool
and paper towels to clean. Once
clean, protect with a thin coat of
paste wax and enjoy your work. If

none of this works, bring it to me.
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These barn stars have become
